THE SUBTLE LANGUAGE OF SPORTS

The date 11'" July, 2021 was forever etched in history, when Novak Djokovic equalled Federer and
Madal's all-time highest record of 20 Grand Slam titles, in men’s singles tennis. He is on course for a
career Grand Slam and needs to win only the US Open to become the first man since Rod Laver (1969) to
do so in a calendar year, a feat not even Federer or Nadal were able to achieve in their prime. However,
this spectacular success story needs a more detailed analysis to gauge its true depth.

Novak belongs to Serbig, a small east European country situated at the crossroads of central and
southeast Europe. The geography is worth noticing, as Serbia is a part of the Balkan region, which faced
the worst of perils during the world war era. In the cold war era too, the region remained highly
disturbed due to active hostility amongst the communist and non-communist blocs.

But the worst was yet to happen as the infamous "Yugoslav wars’ happened as a result of ethnic conflicts,
wars of independence and insurgencies during 1991-2001. These prolonged and bloody wars took the
toll of around 1,40,000 people.

Novak was born on 22" May, 1987 in war torn Serbia. During such tough times, his parents dreamt for
him a career in tennis which was up till then dominated by the players of prosperous Western Europe.

The growth of Novak Djokovic as a tennis player is nothing less than a miracle. He trained hard to
compete at the global level during the times his country was ravaged by ethnic wars. He started his
professional career in 2003. At the age of 20, he interrupted Roger Federer’s and Rafael Nadal's streak of
11 consecutive majors to win his first grand slam title at the 2008 Australian Open. Since then, all the
records appeared dwarf in front of the grit and determination of this great athlete.

The rise of Novak as an athlete and Serbia as a nation is concurrent . From a war-ravaged country up till
2003, Serbia achieved the status of an emerging economy with a very high HDI score of 0.806. It is
expected to join the EU by 2025, confirming its socio-economicstability. This concurrency may be a
coincidence to some extent but a certain correlation cannot be ruled out. The prowess in sports is botha
cause and resultant of the rising aspirations of a nation.

Although Djokovic’s success story is still unfolding, but this article can be concluded here with the
following words by him, “Sports have their ‘'universal language’, they erase boundaries between people,
overcome differences in religion, race and rationality.” In present times, when the world is facing
challenges like: climate change, terrorism, poverty etc. which requires us to act in unison, the unifying
nature of sports paves a positive way forward.

VITAMIN K2 (not K): THE WONDER VITAMIN

(The below written article is a set of information sourced from several research articles. It is
not a medical advice.)

Most people have never heard of vitamin K2. Many confuse it with the blood-clotting Vitamin
K1.K2 is rare in the Western Diet and has not received much attention despite having
numerous health benefits. K2 was discovered by Dr Weston A. Price in 1920s after doing
research in remote Africa, Alaska and Asia. Due to lack of experiment apparatus, he termed it
as Activator X. It was only in 1950s that certain unsaturated molecules of the vitamin were
discovered.

The prime benefit of K2 is that it greatly reduces calcification of blood vessels hence reducing
the prevalence of heart strokes and heart attacks. Vitamin K2 funnels calcium into bones to
strengthen mineral density and fight fractures while it prevents and even removes



dangerous arterial calcification. An experiment in Japan revealed that high intake of K2 is
related to low hip-fracture incidences. K2 also helps in fighting Level-2 Diabetes. It improves
insulin sensitivity through involvement of vitamin K-dependent-protein osteocalcin, anti-
inflammatory properties, and lipid-lowering effects. Only one week of vitamin K2
supplementation in healthy, non-diabetic trial participants significantly reduces their two-
hour post-meal insulin production by half.

K2 is much beneficial for brain health also. The brain contains one of the highest
concentrations of vitamin K2, where it is involved in the synthesis of the myelin sheath of
nerve cells, which contributes to learning capacity. It helps in fighting Alzheimer’s disease. It
has a powerful ability to prevent free radical formation within the brain which also slows
down ageing process.

The biggest takeaway from K2 is that it helps in reducing cancer related mortalities and the
overall effects. The European Prospective Investigation into Cancer and Nutrition (EPIC) found
that the highest intake of vitamin K2 is associated with a reduced risk of developing cancer
and overall death from cancer, with the latter reduced by about 30 percent.

TOP SOURCES OF VIT-K2

K2 comes in several forms but the two most bioactive forms are MK-7 and MK-4. Out of them,
MK-7 has a much longer half-life.

Fermented foods like sauerkraut, natto and miso pack more of the longer subtypes, MK-5 to
MK-14 (31Trusted Source). If these foods are inaccessible to you, taking supplements is a valid
alternative. An excellent selection of safe K2 supplements can be found on Amazon.

Vitamin K2 has no known toxicity, so we need to establish minimum and useful maximum
intake levels. Researchers see a reduction in arterial calcification and cardiovascular mortality
with as little as 45 micrograms of vitamin K2 daily. Another advantage of MK-7 products is
that an effective daily dose is approximately 120 micrograms will help greatly.

Vitamin K-2 works well with Vitamin D3 and Vitamin A. They all complete a triad for health.
49 crore Indians lack Vitamin D3 and high intakes of Vit D without K2 has the risk of
calcification. Hence K2 is necessary for transporting calcium to bones.

Caution : If a person is suffering from any severe disease, it is recommended that he consult
a doctor and then proceed accordingly. K2 has shown remarkable effects yet several
researches are going on to establish more positive evidences.

| am very fond of a BBC sitcom — Yes Minister and also of its sequel — Yes, Prime Minister. Since | had
Public Administration as my optional for civil services, | was able to relate myself with Sir Humphrey
Appleby, the Permanent Secretary to the Minister of Department of Administrative Affairs, Jim
Hacker.

In one of their conversation, Sir Humphrey nearly destroyed all of Jim's argument over as to why and
how Britain joins and leaves European Community/Union.

What gained my interest to the show was the relevance. What was relevant then (1980-1984) on
almost every matter of the government, is still relevant today. Not Just in Britain — but with every
national/sub-national government.

It is in this regard that | intend to narrate a topic which we all studied as well.
“Why does Britain want to leave European Union”

There are three main issues: economics, immigration, and identity.

The economics issue is that the U.K. sends money to Brussels (the HQ of the EU), which then gets
redistributed to the various other member states.

The arguments of those in favor of Brexit — the Leave campaign — sound similar to Americans who
complain about national funding which goes to programs like the National Endowment for the Arts.
"Why should we have to pay for that?"

The Remain campaign, on the other hand, argues that leaving the EU (and its common market, in
which Britain can sell goods to all EU states under favorable terms) would wreck the British economy,
and possibly the world economy.

The immigration controversy follows similar lines, but is way more charged. Any citizen of an EU
member state can relocate and work in the U.K. without needing a work visa. Most economists agree
that this is good for the economy, but right-wingers complain that non-U.K. citizens are coming in
and using up already-scarce public resources, like the National Health Service and welfare.

People in the U.K. don't generally see themselves as European, and the question of British identity
within the EU is a complicated one. As a member state, the U.K. must abide by various EU policies,
some of which can seem ridiculous or overly constricting.

Planet or Plastic

Plastic covers a wide range of synthetic and semi-synthetic polymerization products. Rampant use of
plastic is increasing in recent times because it is cheap, durable and easy to use. But due to increasing
use of plastic, it is causing a hazardous effect on our planet.

Around 25,000 tonnes per day plastic waste is generated, out of which 60% is collected and 40%
remains uncollected. This uncollected plastic waste causes choking of drainage and contamination of
river systems, soil, water contamination, littering marine ecosystems, interfering with stray animals’
internal organs and leading to their death. Open air burning of plastic waste leads to adverse impact
on human health and environment.

Single use plastic is a new challenge nowadays. It accumulates in large numbers in the ecosystem with
no further use and causes disruption of the food chain. It also creates microplastics, which are small
plastic molecules or fragments less than 5 millimetre in length. In daily life we consume lots of
microplastic that cause diseases like cancer. During COVID-19, a lot of biomedical waste like face
masks, PPE kits are being generated and it is also contributing to the problem significantly.

A Draft MNotification Plastic Waste Management
(Amendment) Rules, 2021 published by the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change (MOEFCC),
announced a ban on Plastic that would take place in
three phases. Main focus of this rule is to eliminate
single use plastic. There are some materials which can
be used as substitutes for plastics such as glass, jute,
bioplastic, cloths etc. In 2020 the government of India
made packaging of food grain in jute bags mandatory, this will help in two ways, first is to save the
environment and second to boost jute industry.

There are enough laws present in our country like the Environment Protection Act, 1986, Plastic Waste
Management Rules, hence a need is felt for proper implementation of these rules at ground level
(Panchayat and Municipality level). Action should start at an individual level so awareness is required
about the environment and harmful effects of plastic.

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Re-Thinking Training and Development in a Post-
Covid Public Administration Scenario

The COVID-19 pandemic is the most significant health crisis that the world has faced in the past 100
years. It has disrupted our way of living with unprecedented consequences for our daily lives,
including how we work and learn. According to estimates from the International Labour Organization
(ILO), 14 per cent of warking hours were lost globally in the second quarter of 2020 when compared to
the lastquarter of 2019 (ILO 2020). This loss is equivalent to 480 million full-time jobs,1 anindication of
amassive disruption to labour markets around the world.

In order to keep businesses running, Teleworking (when the nature of the job allowed) became one of
the most widespread adaptations. Major disruptions were faced in the Learning and Development
sector. At the peak of the crisis, Education and fraining institutions struggled to achieve a timely
compliance with physical distancing measures in order to contain the spread of the pandemic and to
switch from face-to-face training to distance learning. Given the severe disruption, it was of crucial
importance to identify adequate, quick, practical and innovative solutions to respond to this crisis.

When quarantine began, everything was uncertain. No one could predict exactly how the pandemic
would influence the global economy, although many fried. Most Government Departments quickly
switched to remote work environments or allowed working from home. Since most Govt. department
infrastructures had not been designed for such a situation, Government rushed to find solutions.
elLearning and other virtual training soclutions became a vital way to connect dispersed employees and
offer instant support. What was already becoming the future of employee training took off.

Remote training and remote workplace platforms are becoming the new narm, and more employees
had chosen to continue working from home even as the spread of the virus slows. The impact of
COVID-19 on learning and development has ushered in a new generation of remote workers in Public
Administration. Just as we have in the past, we are swiftly adapting to how we communicate, shop,
educate, and work to our ever-changing environment.

Professional development, in a narrower sense, is defined, as a process used to create opportunities
to develop the professional interests and abilities of employees (Matthews et al., 2004, p. 168), which
eventually should lead to the expansion of their knowledge and skills in a specific area. This is defined
in more detail by Sutherland and Canwell pointing to five basic functions of professional development:
(1) expanding knowledge — helpful in problematic situations, especially in conceptual work;
(2)learning from experience — gaining practical knowledge by observing oneself and other employees
and implementing new solutions to one's work;

(3) developing new attitudes and beliefs — changes in views, system of values, rules and standards of
conduct;

(4) possibility of rebuilding professional qualifications — individual competences of an employee, their
diagnosis and improvement to a higher level; and

(5) cooperation and contribution to the development of personnel-sharing skills and knowledge, using
knowledge of other employees, mutual learning and action (coaching, mentoring, peer tutoring, etc.)
One of the key objectives of Training Institutes in organisations have always been to help people
retrain and develop their skills. This need has existed for a long time due to intense socio-economic
and economic changes. Practically all were forced to change their existing learning and development
strategy in response to the COVID-19 pandemic.

The new content delivery platforms evolved as remote solution for Learning and development are as
follows---



Online Learning

With online learning, employee learners depend on internet access to exchange information. Existing
online learning platforms and online classrooms encourage Officer-Mentor interaction and improve
course completion rates. Some Government department needs are so niche that existing online
solutions are simply not enough to truly help employees thrive. This is where custom-made learning
programs and platforms come in. Online course developers can create a solution that specifically
targets Government department and their HRD objective.

elLearning

Online learning includes learning that takes place entirely in an online medium and using online tools.
elLearning includes online learning, but also can include learning that takes place while a
trainer/mentor is present in a traditional classroom setting, who is delivering online training. This can
also be known as blended learning methods. So, even though a trainer can be required in both cases,
online learning takes place in online classrooms while eLearning can happen in both online and
traditional learning settings.

Virtual Exchange

This type of remote training involves connecting employee learners with international programs that
can help increase global competencies in a variety of subjects. Virtual exchange is regularly used for
Professional Trainings. It can be used by departments to promote skills and knowledge acquisition
among employees who show high growth potential but lack formal training.

In a study — The Ken Blanchard Companies (2020) survey, Capacity Building specialists were asked
how the meaning of face-to-face training may change in COVID world. 56% of the respondents believe
that traditional classroom activities will not lose their importance and will become part of hybrid
development programs (blended experience), but 24% of respondents believe that live meetings in
place will only be organised for high impact events. Only 17% claim that classroom training will remain
the standard and the preferred form of development. Also, the research results carried out by The
Association for Talent Development in August 2020 indicate a significant increase in the use of e-
learning in organisations. In total, 99% of organisations provide e-learning to their employees,
compared to 76% only five years ago. Over the next five years, 100% of the organisations participating
in the survey declare that they intend to offer e-learning within the framework of HRD activities (ATD
Research Report, 2020).

The overall conclusion that emerges in the result, is that the global health and economic crisis has had
three big impacts on the state of the workforce skills.

First, it's accelerating the need for new skills.

Second, it's reducing opportunities for upskilling. Third, it's reskilling and making the workforce more
stressed and vulnerable. A huge change will be probably soon brought by another technological leap,
i.e. the use of virtual reality, augmented reality and artificial intelligence in development areas on a
greater scale.The findings show that the COVID-19 pandemic has affected developmental processes
in Government organisations. Apart from the change in the form and methodology of employee
trainings due to the pandemic, employees also desire new topics to aid their development. What else
was noticed is the decreased employee engagement and increased fatigue with the use of multiple,
online development initiatives. Screen-fatigue syndrome takes its toll when trying to recreate old
habits online (Bailenson, 2021). Itis worth noting that we are currently in the middle of a transformation
of the methodology of learning and development, centred around the digitisation of text, image, sound
and related data via the internet, called the new media era. However, previous studies have indicated
that there is no link between access to modern technologies, their use and the results obtained from
science). This means thatusing computers alone does not improve developmental effects. Only their
deliberate, specific and conscious use increases effectiveness.

Therefore, it is not the technology itself that is at stake, but its sensible, methodical and purposeful use
in the employee development processes. Digital solutions will of course not replace other forms of
development, but the increasing quality of online learning coupled with scalability, accessibility and
the ability to personalise this type of learning highlights its potential to play a far stronger future role in
supporting workplace and adult skills development. This should result in focusing on certainty and
quality in development activities. Puneet Tripathi

Varanasi: A City where Death does not Scare
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Ignoring the humongous masses in the streets, making way through the maze of

narrow and narrower streets, and jostling through the crowd of the pushy hawkers, the
journey to the Dashashmedh Ghat ( stepped bathing platform on the banks of the
Ganges) is tiresome, and you wonder about the purpose of all this. But then street
opens up on a red sandstone platform that leads to broad but stiff-high stairs leading
you down towards the river to another platform, broad enough to accommodate
hundreds of chairs, which is the sight for the Ganga Aarti ( the evening prayer of river
Ganges). For hundred bucks, a broker offers a comfortable seat to watch the spectacle
of the evening aarti. You ignore him and take the stairs to the river, in the way jumping
over the minor obstacles like the ropes that kept the boats in place, a puddle of brackish
water or a minor stream of drain water. Finally, you put your steps in a traditional oar
boat having a capacity for dozen people. Now you notice that it is, in fact, a makeshift
motorboat with a country made five horsepower diesel engine and a locally made



transmission. The engine does not have a switch to fire the engine, butitisnot an
issue as the middle-aged boatman, using a handle, gives a ferocious rotation to the
shaft of the engine. The engine is now firing on all its cylinders, but the noise is loud and
hard to bear, drowning the conversation you are trying to have with your fellow
passengers. However, you improvise and learn to shout, and thus making yourself
audible to others. The real journey begins now.

The boat goes downstream, passing one ghat after another that lie to your right,
crossing the boats that were coming from the opposite direction, few had Indians
and others had mostly white foreign tourists as their occupants. Now you realize the
grandness of the river and the crowded ancient city that exists on its banks. You
realize there are more than a hundred ghats and each has grand old buildings
tanding over them. You also realize that there is no space between these buildings
and all the Ghats and their temples and the inns form a long and continuous skyline
of the city. You also find out that though the city and the ghats are ancient, their
present structures are mostly late medieval, repaired and reconstructed by the
Rajput and Mahratta Kings, and few by the wealthy merchants. Though it was not a
King, but a Queen who had gotten the most construction done, more than anyone
else. Queen Ahilya Bai, she was the Queen of Holkar Mahrattas, based at Indore in
Central India.

India is present on these Ghats
with its diversity. There are poor
who throng the Ghats for only
spiritual reasons and you have the
middle classes who have touristy |
reasons added to the spiritual
reasons. And there are the wealthy
and powerful who come to placate
the three hundred and thirty
million Gods and Goddesses who

reside in this ancient pious semi-circular citywith acircumference of five yojanas
(leagues?). The poor pray for safety and peace, the middle classes for progress, and the
who is who of the world just want to maintain the status quo. The city of Shiva has a
place for all, even for the burqa-clad, skullcap-wearing Muslims whom you see in
another boat that just passed you, a king you search for an explanation. But you don’t
as your eyes are now fixed on a heritage building that looks more maintained than the
others, with its own private Ghats and balconies, occupied by the rich looking white




tourists. ““It’s the Taj hotel,” explains the short middle-aged boatman, Pappu. A
heritage hotel right on the banks. The boat is now midstream, the water is cleaner

but a fellow passenger couldn’t stop himself from commenting over the pollutants

in the water, only to be rebuked by the boatman for his lack of devotion. “It’s not

the pollution in the water, but in the heart that matters,” he says. ‘How spiritual’,
you think, but do not dare to speak. But the boatman is still speaking, “Over there,
the Manikarnika Ghat.”

All the Ghats have their legends of the saints, miracles and of the Gods themselves.
In fact, every part, every lane of the city boasts of at least one legend of its own, but it is
the Manikarnika Ghat that lives the legend, day in and day out, in the form of burning
funeral pyres and the rising flames and ash, which has blackened the exterior of the
temple standing over the Ghat. The sun is setting in the western sky and yellow
floodlights are illuminating the Ghats and the temples. The view is mesmerizing but
you are overwhelmed by the sight of death that looks so mundane, so regular, and so
ordinary in this vibrant sea of humanity known as Varanasi. The boatman by his
experience understands your feelings and the boat slows down to join a group of a
dozen or so other rickety boats already parked in front of the Ghat. You notice that the
spectator’s crowd is mostly Western, but there are few Indians with their professional
cameras. The other Ghats sandwiching the Manikarnika Ghat show no effect of the
burning pyres. People are moving on the Ghats as if those pyres do not exist. You notice
the piles after piles of logs stacked neatly on the Ghat and realize that these pyres
will keep burning. It is time to move on.




The journey continues, and it will be. This is the city of holy Ganges which has carried
the burden of a whole civilization for thousands of years. This is the city of Lord Shiva
who is unassuming and liberal. He is cool when his wife is the center of the world when
she is the mother Goddess, and symbol of his own strength, the Aadi Shakti. Shiva, the
God is a Yogi and yet does not hesitate in unleashing the destructive Tandava when
his wife is made fun of. He does not desire anything in offering and is easy to please,
even with the offering of little water. The God who celebrates life and does not mind
getting little high in celebration. Shiva is a Yogi who goes into a trance as easily as he
can slip in meditation that lasts for epochs. This is the city of the God who lives on the
margins of civilization, either in Shamshan (the crematorium) or on the snow-capped
mountains which are the highest in the world. His followers are not only the
marginalized and the misfits of the society, but also from the animal kingdom, the
snake and the bull, and even those who have no place in any world, the mortal or
immortal. Shivais life and Shiva is death. Varanasi is the city of Shiva.
